The board of trustees of Sandhills
Community College has approved a
Guaranteed Energy Savings contract to
install energy conservation measures that
should reduce energy consumption and
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energy-related operating costs at both the
Moore and Hoke County campuses of the
College. The project is financed through a
$4.79 million tax-exempt equipment
installment financing agreement for 19 years
plus a one-year construction period.

The $6.2 million in energy efficiency retrofits
being made throughout most of the Hoke
school system in Sandy Grove - are being
paid for by guarantees of $8.1 million in
energy savings over the next 15 years. At a
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ceremony at Sandy Grove Elementary,
Hoke Superintendent Freddie Williamson
said the performance contract method was
the only way the low-wealth school system
could finance needed work without
increasing taxes or debt. He said it also
allowed the school system to pursue its
goals of having comfortable classrooms that
are conducive to learning along with 21st
